(8) We sent if to all of the unincorporated
(9) place of assembly type uses that we have been able
(10) to determine exist in the unincorporated areas,
(11) using three methods. We're using our own information
(12) that we have gleaned through the course of approximately
(13) -- getting back to 1960 for all zoning relief for
(t4) place of assembly uses, like religious institutions,
(15) social facilities, fraternat organizations and
(16) clubs. We mailed notice out to all of those falks.
(17) We, also, got information from the
(18) Treasurer's Office, as wel, and, also, our GIS
(19 Department, indicating where those uses might be.
(20) In addition, we sent notification fo a
(21) group of people that we have listed as interested
(22) parties. And the interested parties comes from
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(1) now,
(2} The first exhibit that I'd like to
(3 tender is the actual T-3-10 Proposed Text Amendment
(4} Relative to Places of Assembly and a memorandum from
(5} me, dated 8-26-2010, dated -- from Paul Hoss. That's
(6) Exhibit No. 1. That exhibit is, essentially, a
(7} memorandum laying out the purpose and intent of the
(8} proposed text amendments and the actual fext

(10) In addition, for the general public, we

(13 all gone. Hopefully, everyone can share with their

(12) In addition, there have been other
(13) people who have requested that we send them
(14) information on this issue. So, that's - it's,
(15) hopefully, a fairly comprehensive list.
(16) The next exhibit, Exhibit 5, are public
(17) hearing transcripts from several place of assembly
(18) type zoning petitions that include, for instance,
(19y several religious institutions that are being
(20) considered as places of assembly, lodges and clubs,

(5) these zoning cases, as well. The traffic reports

(6) are generally -- generally point out the kind of

(1) traffic activities that occur with place of assembly
(8) type uses. We have used these reports and documents
(9) to, essentially, test our regulations refative to

10y RLUIPA and the lilinois Religious Freedom and
¢11) Reformation (sic.) Act.

(12) And if 1 can, I'd like to kind of

(13) discuss what we believe is sort of a three-prong
(14) test in RLUIPA dealing with our regulations. If you
(15) would like to go to Exhibit No. 10, which is the
6y RLUIPA document, essentiafly, in RLUIPA, there is a
(17) test that we have compared all of our regulations
(18) against. And that is that, essentially.

(19) "No government shall impose or

(20) implement a land use regulation in & manner
[¢3))] that imposes substantial burden on the

(22) religious exercise of a parson, including
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(1) is that we have met the test of RLUIPA, relative to

(2) substantial burden. The way that we feel that we've
(3) done that is we have provided you with documentation,
(4) not only from the petitioner's, themselves, but from
(5) -- as part of Exhibit No. 8, several memos from

(6) regulatory service agencies that have pointed out

(7) that there are -- what they do for the unincorporated
(8) area of DuPage County.

) We have provided you with a letter from

(10) the DuPage County Township Highway Commissioner's
(11) Office that talks about the type of roadway system
(12) that is generally located in the unincorporated area
(13) of DuPage County. And you'll see in that tetter

(14} that they point to the fact that generally the road

(+5) system in the unincorporated area is resident -- is
(t6) serving residential population.

an That road system is very old and was

(18) typically a gravel roadway system that over time was
(19) overtopped with several fayers of asphalt and binder
20y course. It is constructed, as the Township Roadway
2t) Commissioners have peinted out, for minimal traffic
(22) and not for heavy traffic and for, generally,
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(1) residentiaf traffic. (1) water are available, they are very, very small in
2) The road right-of-way is generally 66 (2) nature.
3) feet wide. The actual pavement width is anywhere 3) Typically, public sewer and water

(4) from 18 to 24 feet in width,

(5) Juxtapose that with some of the

(6) testimony that we received and some of the traffic
(7} reports we received from some of the place of

(8) assembly type uses, we found that historically that
(9) roadway system is not suitable for place of assembiy
(10) type uses and the traffic that is generated by those
(11) uses.

(12) In addition, the Township Road

(13) Commissioners talk about the notion that they are a
(14) maintenance organization. They don't build roads.
(15) They generally maintain them. 3o, it is -- the

(16) burden of putting new roads in a Residentiat Zoning
(17) District is on land developers. So, the land
(18) developer comes in and wants to develop a
(19) subdivision or a place of assembly or some other
(20) nonresidential use that's aliowed in a Residential
(21) Zoning District, like a school. The burden to
(22) improve the road is on the developers.

(4) supplies coming into a neighborhood are established
(5} through special service areas, where the cost for
(6) bringing those services intc a community is

{(7) satisfied over a long period of time. We have

(8) documentation in our exhibits from the transcripts
(9) of several of the place of assembly uses where they
(10} discuss the availability of sewer and water services
(11 is important in siting a place of assembly use. And
(12) the ahsence of that sometimes is problematic for
(13) them.

(14) And the point that I'd like to make is

(15) that the Public Works Office has talked about the
(16) opportunities to have sewer and water in the

(17) unincorporated area. And that is generally not

(18) available; and that, then, creates a burden on

(19) places of assembly located in the residential areas
(20) of the County.

(21) We've also provided documentation from
(22) the Health Department that talks about the capacity
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(1) We have provided documentation that

(2y that burden oftentimes is problematic for a

{3} developer in a place of assembly use, because they
(4) simpty don't have the means to do that. VWhether
(5) it's financial or whether it's otherwise, they dont

(6) have the resources, in terms of the capability of

(7) doing that, as well. And that is oftentimes

(8) problematic.

(9) { want to point out, too, that these

(10) documents that I've tendered relative to these other
(11) public agencies are not in relation to our T-3 Text
(12) Amendment, per se. They are just general answers to
(13) what these organizations do and what their -- what
(14) they provide, in terms of services for the County,
(15) whether it's residential or nonresidential.

(16) We've, also, tendered a document from the

(17y County Public Works Office that talks about the
(18) availability of public utilities in the unincorporated
(19) area. You'l find that that document references the
(20} notion that, in the unincorporated areas, those

(21) areas are generally served by private well and

(22) private septic systems. And where public sewer and
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(1) needs for places of assembly, relative to septic

(2) systems and public water, a potable water supply.
(3) The information that they provided is general in

(4) nature. it just gives you the code.

(5) They have provided me with a document
(6) that | will tender here in a second as an Exhibit F,
(1y F of 8, 8-F. And in that document, it talks about

(8) six place of assembly uses that are -- have been
(9) established, were established on septic and well;
(10) and over time, as the capacity needs of those places
(11} of assembly grew, the septic systems failed. The
(12} septic systems, simply, couldn't handle the capacity
(13) of the facility. In some instances, they failed

(14) quickly. in other instances, they failed over time.
(15) There were efforts made by those

(16) facilities to fix the problem using nonconventional
(17) septic sysiems. And those septic systems either
(18) have failed, or they are on their las{ breath,

(19) waiting for hookup to municipal services. In other
(20) instances, there is -- there has been instances

(21) where those facilities have had to hook up to public
(22) sewer systems.
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) In addition, there are -- there's
(2) discussion in the Health Department document about
(3) the well system. There are activities that ocour in
(4) places of assembly that generally require public
(5) sewer and public water supply, in order o be able
(6) to handle what the activity is. And, generally,
(7 that's involved with food service and food
(8) preparaticn. And oftentimes places of assembly, as
(9) evidenced by some of the transcript information,
¢10) some of the places simply have to do -- some places
a1y of assembly have to do without food preparation and
(12) food service because they are on septic and well and
(13) not on sewer and water. And the sewer and water is
(14) not availabie to them.
(15) We, also, have been provided with a
(16) document from the County Building Division, the
(17) Regulatory Services Manager, that tatks about the
(18) type of building Life Safety Code requirements for
(19) place of assembly uses. All place of agsembly uses
(20) are required to provide sprinkler systems. They're,
(21) also, required to provide certain exiting
(22) requirements and certain requirements in the parking
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(1) are available in the unincorporated nonresidential
(2) areas.
(3) Our maps here to the left generaily
(4) depict where the nonresidential areas are and where
(5) -- hot generally, specifically depict where the
6} residential and nonresidential areas are. And
7y you'll note that the nonresidential -- the
(8) nonresidential areas are generally around more dense
(9) populated areas and next to municipalities on higher
(10) designated roadways. And as a result, some of the
(11) - some of the infrastructute needs that | talked
(12) about, relative to Building, Heaith, Public Works,
(13) those needs -- those infrastructure capabilities are
(14} more readily available or are avaitable in
(15) nonresidential zoning districts.
(16) The road structure is either a State
{17y highway, a County highway or an interstate. The
(18) sewer and water supplies are more readily available
(19) in those nonresidential zoning districts, or they
(20) are available. So, the infrastructure needs of
(1) places of assembiy are more readily available in
(22) nonresidential zoning districts, as opposed to the
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(1) lot area.
(2) | think the most important thing that |
(3) want to point out is the fire suppression system.
(1) There have been instances, as evidenced by the
(5) transcripts and statements in the transeripts by
(6) some of the place of assembly users that, in the
(7) absence of a public water supply system to the
(8) facility, they have had to go to another system that
(9) is called a freestanding stand-alone system that is
(10} - that is handled by a water supply system that's
(11) in a water tank.
(12) That system generally is more
(13) expensive, as evidenced by statements made by place
(14) of assembly users in their documentation, some of
(15) the reports that have been submitted by their
(16) consulitants.
7N So, the point of those documents,
(18) relative to going all the way back to the RLUIPA
(19) Standard, is that we feel that -- let me back up.
20y One of the important points to be made is that the
(21) services that | talked about that are generally
(22) unavailable in the unincorporated residential areas
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(1) residential zoning districts.
2) We feel that, by allowing -- by
(3) allowing place of assembly uses to operate as a
4) right in nonresidential zoning districts is less of
(5) a burden on those types of land uses than currently
(6) they have on them by conditional use in residential
(1) zoning districts.
(8) Another point to make about the whole
(9 concept of substantial burden is that, as !
(10) mentioned earlier, we have placed place of assembly
(11) -- the place of assembly over a group of land uses.
(12) And the group of land uses includes, both, religious
(13) and nonreligious-type uses, such as, civic, social,
(14 fraternal organizations. We feel that, by doing
(15) that, we have clearly placed a group of uses
(16) together that have similar attributes in a
(17) nondiscriminatory and neutral way.
(18} And the burden that we have released
(19) from them, in terms of not having the structure or
20y the infrastructure available in residential zoning
(21) districts is across the board the same problems that
(22) is evidenced by testimony in these public hearing
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(1) transcripis that religious institutions have, once
(2} again, by their own testimony, that clubs have, that
(3) fraternal organizations have. And so the
4y substantial burden is just not, simply, relative to
(5} religious institutions. It's across the board for
¢6) all place of assembly type uses,
(7} The next issue relative to RLUIPA is,
8y well, is the compelling government interest issue.
(9) But 'm going to skip over that in just a second and
(10) go right to least restrictive means, because it kind
(11) of dovetails into what | just talked about.
12) We feel that the least restrictive
(13) means test has been met in the sense that these
(14) government regulations wilt be placed, once again,
(15) across the board on all place of assembly uses. And
(16) we are no longer requiring any place of assembly use
(17) to have to go through a conditional use process on a
(18) case-by-case basis {o see if they can get zoning
(19 relief and be able to get entitlement to be able to
(20) operate and start their assembly in & zoning
(21) district.
(22) And that conditional use is just not in
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(1) they've been entitied and have devetoped their land
(2) uses.
(3) And we feel that by -- the substantial
(4) government interest here is to make sure that the
(53 public health, safety and welfare is supported by
(6) the County's infrastructure in the non - in the
(1) unincorporated areas. And refative to - and this
(8) is not just relative to ail of the other land uses
(9) that are located in the residential zoning
(10) districts. it's relative to the place of assembly
(11) uses themseives.
12) We're just not jooking at the
(13) government -- the compelling government interest
(14) isn't to try and help single-family residential
(15) homes or multi-family residential homes in
(16) residential neighborhoods. That's certainly a
17y compelling government interest. But the first and
(18) foremost government interest here that the County is
(19) engaged in is making sure that the infrastructure
(20) that is necessary to support places of assembly is
(21) availahle to them.
(22) And based on the testimony of several
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(1) the Residential Zoning District. 1t is, also, in

(2) other zoning districts. No longer will they be

(3) required o do that.

ey In addition, there are zoning districts

(5) that we have that don't allow some of these jand
(6) uses to operate by right or by conditional use at

(7 allin them., We now will be allowing these uses to
(8) go in all nonresidential zoning districts.

(9 So, we think we've sort of employed the
(10} least restrictive means, or we met the least

(11) resfrictive means test in the sense that we are
(12) making more opportunities available to place of
¢13) assembly uses in areas where infrastructure is
(14) available to them, based on their own needs.

(15) And then going back to furthering the

(16) compelling -~ or I'm sorry -- in furtherance of a
17y compelling government interest, | kind of touched on
18y that a little bit. But, essentially, the reason we
(19) feel we've met that is, you know, based on some of
(20) the testimony that we have received from the

(21) petitioners, in terms of what their needs are and in
(22) terms of what their problems are after the -- after
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(1) of the place of assembly type land uses and based on
(2) the information that we have gathered from other
(3) public government regulatory agencies that
(4) ultimately have to reguiate these [and uses for
(5) their own safety and welfare, we find that those -
(6) that infrastructure is not readily available in the
(7) unincorporated areas. And it is readily available
(8) in the nonresidential areas of the County. So, the
(9) government interest here first and foremost is
(10) relative to those places of assembly.
1) In addition, ohviously, the government
(12) interest is in protecting the land values of --
(13} principally, the land uses that are in residential
(14) zoning districts, single-family homes and
(15) multi-family homes. And when the infrastructure,
(16) simply, is not available for the piace of assembly
(17) uses, as evidenced by the decuments we've tendered,
(18) then oftentimes the impacts spill over and do then
(18) start to have impact en the single-family and
(20) multi-family land uses in those Zoning Districts.
(21) Andsoitsasortofa-itsa--
(22) it's & - 'm trying to think what the term | want
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(1) to use herais. It's an effect of not having the
(2) infrastructure available for the assembly use that
(3) ultimately causes the burden and the impact on the
(4) single-family, multi-family uses. So, that's in
(5 furtherance of the County Government interest there.
(6) Now, 1've sort of over simpiified that.
¢7) We have, once again, tendered several documents,
(8) several common law cases that demonstrate how courts
(9) have ruled relative to what a government - what a
(10) substantial burden is and what it is not, what a
(11) compelling government interest is and what it is not
(12) and what a least restrictive means application is
¢13) and is not. We have provided you with, once again,
(14) several documents that speak to both sides of the
(15) issue.
(16) And the point that | want to make there
(17) is that we have gleaned from those court cases where
(18) governments have been successful and courts have
(19) upheld government regulation relative to substantial
20) burden, compelling government need or interest and
(21) the least restrictive measures and where they have
(22) been unsuccessful, either on one of those issues or
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(1) a map, which is this map right here to the left,
(2) which shows all of the land that's available in the
(3) unincorporated area that -- and the zoning of that
) land, minus all of the government-owned land.
(3) And when you take that land, you come
(6) out with approximately -- you stili have 4,851
(7) square feet of nonresidential. And then the
(8) rasidential land goes down to 37,000 square feet.
@ It almost haives.
(10) And the reason we took out
(t1) government-owned land is that that land is -
(12) there's mandates where that land -- what you couid
(13) do with it. That land generally inciudes Park
(14 District properties. It includes Fermi Lab. i
(15) includes the County Forest Preserve. |t includes
¢16) Argonne National Laboratory.
(N In addition to that, we took all of the
(18) place of assembly land uses, the religious
(19) institutions, the clubs, the fraternal organizations
20y that are currently existing; and we determined what
(21) ail their property size was and where they were
(22) located. And we developed a map that | put up here,

S
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(1) all of those issues. And we have tested our
(2) regulations against those -- that common law.
(3} in addition, we've provided several
(4) reports that talk about the pitfalls of what
5y governments have done in furtherance of creating the
(6) ordinances regulating places of assembly.
@ The last thing that | want to taik
(8) about is our maps up here. And if you would look at
9) Exhibit 7, A through H, as | mentioned earlier, we
(10 talked about the County Zoning Map. And ohe of the
(11) things that we have done is we have - we've
(12) provided you with the Zoning Map, and we've, also,
(13) given you information about how much fand is
(14) available in both, nonresidential and residential
(15) zoning districts.
(16) And, for instance, in nonresidential
(17) zoning districts, there's approximately 10.2 square
(18) miles, 8,592 acres of nonresidential land. in
(19) residential, there's approximately 78,674 acres of
20y land.
1) One of the things that we have done, in
(22) addition to that, is we've provided, in Exhibit 8-C,

(1 It is Exhibit 7-E. This map depicts all of the
(2) places of assembly land uses that are located in the
(3) unincorporated area of the County.
(4) One of the things that you'll note is
(3) that the majority of these land uses are iocated --
(6 incidentally, we have in that -- in that document,
(7y we've provided you with the roadway type, freeway,
(8) tollway, U.3. route, State and DuPage County route.
) And you'll notice that the majority of the place of
(10} assembly fand uses are all located either on a
11y DuPage County route cor higher designated roadway or
(12) higher roadway.
13) One of the things that we found of
(14) these existing piaces of agsembly, there are 79 of
(15) them. They comprise approximately 800 -- I'm sorry
(16) -- 486 acres of land. The largest property is 46
(17 acres, Actually, it's a little bit larger than
(18) that, because there's double properties. It's about
(19) 100 acres. The smallest property is approximately 8
(20) acres. The average of all the places of assembly
(21) land use land, the average size lot that a place of

(12) S0, as you start to take out some of

(13) these land areas, based on government land and based

(18) come closer together.

19) And the point that | want to make there

(20) is relative o the avenues of expression concept.

(21) And that is that there are ample opportunities we

(22) find for nonresidential land uses to be able to

(4) and | want o make it very ciear -- that these two
(5) last exercises relative to land use -- relative to

(6) the land use maps, in terms of land that's

(7) available, in terms of the residential areas, is

(8) only practically suggesting that there is less land
(™ available in the residential areas for places of

(10} assembly to locate because of, both, government
(11} concerns and government-owned property and, also,
(12) privaie ownership. It doesn't suggest, however,
(13) that the private golf course couldn’t sell its land
(14) to a place of assembly for redevelopment. Just,
(15) practically speaking, we've not seen that happen.
(16) One of the things | just want to

(17 mention here, going back {o all of this evidence
(18) that I've talked about relative to the common law
(19) and relative to the legislation, | want to refer to
(20) that as sort of the Constitutional laws and then the
(21) Statutes, the Statutory Law. | just want to clear
(22) that up, relative to court cases and some of the
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(1) focate -- I'm sorry -- for place of assembly land

(2) uses to locate in nonresidential zoning districts,

(3) especially given the evidence that has been provided
(4) by place of assembly petitioners, in terms of where
(5) they lock to locate and the type of tand they look

(6) to locate on and the size of land they look to

(7} locate on.

(8) The final cut of zoning that we did was

(® to incorporate -- we did, actually, two other maps.
10y Here they are. This map, Mr. Chairman, we're

(11) fendering, and we have not put it on the exhibit

(12) list. Butwe're tendering as 7 -- 7-1.

(13) S0, what this represents is a map that

(14) shows all of the unincorporated area, minus the
(13) government-owned property, minus the properties less
(16) than four acres and minus all existing golf courses
(17) that are public -- I'm sorry -- privately owned.

(18) And we took that calculation out. And it's - i

(19) even further reduces the number of residential

(20y properties practically available to place of

(21) assembly uses and, for that matter, practically

(22) available for anybody who would like to develop in a
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(1) legislation that i talked about.
2) My final thoughts are that we have
(3) attempted to propose regulations that are
(#) nondiscriminatory and neutral in nature by creating
(5) an overlay place of assembly -- I'm sorry -- an
(6) umbrella place of assembly land use category that
(7) allows this land use category, piaces of assembly,
(8) fo be located in all nonresidential zoning
(9) districts, where infrastructure is readily available
(10) to suit their needs, based on their own testimony
(11) and based on information provided by other government
(12) regulatory agencies.
(13) We believe we've done it in the least
(14) restrictive means possible. Indeed, we feel that we
(15) have cpened opportunities to place of assemblies’
(16) uses that they don't have right now by allowing
(17) them, as of right, in nonresidential zoning districts.
(18) In addition, we feel that we have not
(19) burdened place of assembly land uses, and we've sort
(20) of unburdened them from having to subject themselves
(21) to conditional use case-by-case approval from the
22y County Government. They no longer will have to do
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(1) that. And for those reasons, | would -~ | would ask
(2) that you favorably consider these text amendments,
(3) One of the things that | would point
(4) out in closing is that the purpose of this public
(5) hearing, as requesied by the County Development
6) Committee on July 20th, is to put these text
(7) amendments to a vetting public hearing before the
(8) Zoning Board of Appeals and the public, so that what
t9) we have here is the Staffs presentation, based on
(10) research and review of several documents.
i Certainly, these proposals are open for
(12) discussion and amendment. And this is the first
(13) phase in that public vetting process to be able to
(14) create an ordinance that deals with the compeiling
(15) government interest, but, at the same time, takes
(16) into consideration the needs of both, the land uses
(17 that are currently existing and allowed in
(18) rasidential zoning districts and the place of
(19) assembly uses.
(20} And so while this is the beginning,
1) it's certainly not the end. We are certainly open
(z2) to dialogue with organizations and agencies that may
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(1} goes through appeal process. That's why you come
@) before the Zoning Board of Appeals, to state the
(3) case against the law.
(4) When things start getting a liftle bit
(5) out of whack, then that's when we take the text
6) amendment process and sit down and take a look at
(7 things. We take input from Staff. They've done a
(8) marvelous job. A lot of what you heard tonight, it
(9) may have been a iot of jumble, a bit difficult for
(10) you, but it's the same things we hear when somebody
(11) comes before us to present an appeal for a
(12) conditional use. And they wilt talk about traffic.
(13) They'll talk about being able fo sustain the Heaith
(14) Department, Stormwater, all the different things
(15) that go with this.
(16) Then we, also, have -- we are also
(17) tuled by Federal Law and State LAW. So, we have
(18) different -- | won't call them -- we're guided by
(19) the laws. We have to go by that, as well. So, he's
